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AGREEMENT ON INTERNATIONAL ACADEMIC AND MEDICAL
RESEARCH EXCHANGES

between

FAR EASTERN STATE MEDICAL UNIVERSITY
(KHABAROVSK, RUSSIA)

and

SHANXI MEDICAL UNIVERSITY (TAIYUAN, CHINA)

Far Eastern State Medical University and Shanxi Medical University join in the
following Agreement on the basis of equality and reciprocity to promote international
academic and rescarch exchanges through mutual cooperation in the field of medical
science and education, and joint scientific research.

1. GENERAL AREAS AND FORMS OF COOPERATION

I. Promoting mutual academic and rescarch exchanges of faculty members, post-
graduates, staff and students of the two universities.

2. Exchanging research information, academic materials and publications.

3. Participating in international educational, scientific and practical events including
conferences, symposia, seminars, workshops and professional training held by each
Party. Organizing of joint international educational, scientific and practical events.

2. TERMS OF EXCHANGES AND FINANCIAL ARRANGEMENTS

1. Each side being a host party provides visa support (preparation of invitations for
entrance visa, visa processing and registration upon arrival) and provides accommodation.”

2. Transport fees for the participants of international events organized in the
framework of cooperation are covered by the guest party.

3. All financial arrangements for international cooperation described above including
provision of meals during international events shall be negotiated in each specific case and
determined by both universities that do not have any financial obligations to ¢ach other.




3. INTELLECTUAL PROPERTY

Before beginning any collaborative rescarch, both universities shall agree, in writing,
on matters related to any intellectual property that may be developed through such research,

4. COMPLIANCE WITH LAW

Exchange programs shall be carried out according to the current laws and regulations
of each participating country.

5. FUNDAMENTAL HUMAN RIGHTS

The Parties carry out mutual academic exchanges of their teachers, students and
rescarchers regardless of their race, gender, age, nationality and citizenship, religion or
ethnic origin.

6. VALIDITY OF THE AGREEMENT

The Agreement shall come into effect on the date of its signature and shall be valid
for a period of five years. The Agreement will be automatically renewed every five years
